Many folks seem to have the idea that unless they do somgethimoral,
they have not sinned. So, they don't steal, murder or commit adulbert
neither so they grow and produce fruit.

Christianity is not citing all the things you don’t do and pronouncing

yourself alright. Christianity does not thrive simply in the daoce of evil.
Christianity is also about the pursuit of righteousness — inside and out.

This was very important to Jesus. Jesus told stories, or gsradtich
taught that we are supposed to grow, mot merely exist. Whelingrating
with a fig tree that did not bear fruit (Luke 13:6-9) or a aatwho did nothing
with the talent entrusted to him (Matthew 25:14-30), Jesus strengbhasized
the importance of growth, not mere survival.

No wonder we identify readily with the servant who hid hisrtain the
ground. The unfaithful servant did nothing with what he had. It wasssab
stewardship. It was a hold-on-and-maintain philosophy.

Like him, we may think of our faith as part of maintaining stegus quo.
If we can just get through our lives without too many crisestmtching
challenges, we will be satisfied. We want to do reasonably aveour
profession, raise a decent family, keep out of trouble, and retireodaiify. If
we show neither gain nor loss on the ledger sheet, at leastweenlat we
started with.

But God is always out ahead, calling us out of our security, ourocbnj
zone. He wants us to grow, and to know the joys of that growth.

We have been called into high adventure. The Christiandihot just
holding on to certain values, but a confrontation with opportunities.hdier
God when we seize them.

Considering the blessings we have received, we are thdualbyri
wealthy of the world. The Lord wants us to venture forth witthfad him. If
you can cook, then use it to the Lord’s glory.
