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Spreading the Word 
�

It isn’t always easy to do what Jesus did.  In fact, it’s never easy to dedicate 
ourselves as a sacrifice to God’s will.  But that’s the path we’ve chosen if we 
are truly His children.  Whenever I think we have it hard around here, I 
remember the three weeks I spent in Ghana last May.  Some of you have been 
to Ghana, and most of you have heard about the work of the Lord in that far 
away country.  Most people in Ghana have it tough.  But the church continues 
to grow and serve as it is supposed to do, and we have a part in that. 
 
We, as a congregation, are blessed to support three Ghanaian men who serve 
as evangelists in some of the village congregations around the Village of Hope.  
Isaac Mensah works with the villages of Akotsi and Ojobi.  Nii Jackson works 
with the village of Senya.  And Paul Oti works with the village of Nyanyano.  A 
few months ago, we purchased motorbikes for each of these men so that they 
can get into the villages easier.  We also pay a minimal amount which covers 
their rent, and we pay each man $300 a month, which includes their salary and 
work fund.   
 
That doesn’t sound like much, does it?  While the economies of Ghana and the 
U.S. are vastly different, you and I could not live in Ghana for $300 a month.  I 
don’t say that to shame us or to suggest that we send more money to these 
men.  This is far more than what they are used to!  But I wanted to let you know 
how far our dollars are going in Ghana.  Consider what God has done through 
these three men in the first three months of 2008. 
 
Thirty-one people have been baptized into Christ as a result of God’s work 
through these three men.  That is such good news!  They have also restored a 
number of Christians whose commitment had waned, and they continue to 
meet a wide variety of needs that help the people of Ghana feel the gracious 
hand of God.  This is what we’re here to do. 
 
Our mission is to help people feel the gracious hand of God.  If we can feed, 
clothe, visit, mend, or otherwise give aid to those in need, then we should.  
Jesus did this.  But He did it to open doors for His message of God’s kingdom.  
We want to do the same thing.  We want to present people with a gospel that is 
consistent in our lives and in our spoken message.  We want to tell them and 
touch them.  Jesus did this, and it worked.  The evangelists in Ghana are doing 
this, and it is working.  We, as a congregation, are learning how to do this.  And 
Lord willing, it will work here, too.                                               ~Patrick Barber
