When I am worried, my mind focuses on what I 
cannot do. There isn't a fine line between the two. No, it's much more like a 
gap bigger than all outdoors! 
 

 The solution lies in believing Jesus. God made the birds to soar, the 
flowers to bloom, and me to worship Him. He blessed the birds with flight, 
the flowers with fragrance and me with His love. He gave the birds food, the 
flowers soil, and me Himself. "Thank God!" say the birds, the flowers and 
me.
