Satan wants you to believe that everything important, everytanth
having in life can be had without pain or sacrifice or patieride.tells you
there is no need to wait for the joy of sex - there is no neeaitdav things
by hard work - there is no need to wait for advancement throughitgtegle
offers shortcuts, attractive and easy paths to things your heart desires.

The subtlety of temptation is that it invites us to sometthat appears
to be both attractive and advantageous. What is more, it cansabedyad at
the end of any easy path. But God’s order is to bear the creisarid wear
the crown later. We are so blessed because God’s plan was chosen by Jepus.
